L. THE HIGH FEAST OF EPIPHANY is Sunday, January
8. It's hard to talk about Epiphany without sounding like we're
exaggerating. Epiphany means appearance or revelation or
manifestation. This day is a day of superlatives. Epiphany is
the grandest, merriest, brightest and best day of
Christmastime! The significance of this day is not just the
arrival of the magi, but the coming of Gentiles to adore the
newborn King of the Jews. The event recognizes Jesus’ rule
over the entire world. Today celebrates His epiphany,
manifestation, or revelation to the nations as Son of God. Note
that the Scripture reading to the Ephesians states the main
theme of the day: the Gentiles are coheirs and copartners in
the promise through Christ Jesus. It's about God wanting the
whole world to meet Jesus, who is our universal King.
Epiphany is the feast when most Europeans give their gifts, not
Christmas (which is reserved for the more spiritual meaning of
the season).
