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INTRODUCTION TO THE SPIRIT - 1 BUILDING PLAN

The Spirit - 1 Building Plan represents the first planning, design, and construction phase that the Holy Spirit faith
community is undertaking to build a new worship complex on property located on Smallhouse Road in Warren County,
Kentucky across from Basil Griffin Park. This site has been named the “Parkside” as it is situated directly across from a
large Warren County park. The Parkside Project Steering Committee (PPSC), the Parish, appointed entity charged with
overseeing and expediting the project has worked with TORCH in the refinement process from the original Master Plan to
develop the Spirit - | Building Plan. Refinements were made necessary due to budgetary constraints. Divided into two parts,
the Spirit - | Building Plan is a document that determines the building requirements needed to support the actual design and
construction. This document is viewed as the implementation vehicle that expresses the needs of the Parish as defined in the
original Holy Spirit Master Plan.

Part 1, Program Statement, of the Spirit - | Building Plan documents and describes the space and usage requirements that
are to be controlling parameters in the designed efforts of the Architect, Beringer Ciaccio Dennell Mabrey (BCDM). The
Spirit - I scope of work excludes the Church as it is defined as Spirit - 1. Spirit - | building(s) and site layout shall be
designed to fully incorporate Spirit - 11 (the Church) into one unified facility. In addition, Spirit - I must be designed to
accommodate any future building expansions for anticipated growth and parish needs.

Part 2, Solutions and Costs, of the Spirit - | Building Plan documents and delineates the solutions graphically and identifies
the estimated costs of the recommended solutions - these shall be added later as they are developed and approved. It should
be noted that cost considerations are always paramount in building projects and that BCDM is urged to balance efficiency,
effectiveness, and utility with the spiritual and sacred uses intended for our new campus within our South Central Kentucky
setting.

At its February 11, 2008 meeting TORCH recommend that the six smaller Sacramental windows designed and fabricated
by the renowned French artist Gabriel Loire be moved to Parkside and incorporated into the new facility. Further, the
recommendation asks that BCDM initiate contact with his sons in France to see if a seventh window can be designed and
built that replicates the massive “Holy Spirit” window at the rear of the existing Church. The seventh Sacramental window
representing “Baptism,” with the Holy Spirit descending to God’s people, should match the scale of the six smaller
windows. The cost of this window as well as the cost of securing the six existing windows from Living Hope Baptist
Church and removing them should be determined as soon as possible. Initial thoughts are that these windows (the six
and/or the seven) could be incorporated in a Daily Mass Chapel at Parkside. Of course, there may be other appropriate
placements for such models of sacred religious art. One of the driving forces in moving these windows is that they
represent a “moving” of the Holy Spirit from what others have sacrificed to build in the existing Church to our new
campus. It also is a form of “ecumenical spirit,” a sharing between the Catholic and Baptist faith communities.

CONTRIBUTORS

This revised Spirit - | Building Plan is primarily the product PPSC and TORCH, with key oversight and direction from
Reverend Jerry Riney. Additionally, there has been significant input and assistance from the Parish Council, the Liturgy
Committee, members of the Holy Spirit Office Staff, the Catechesis Committee, the Finance Committee, the Campaign
Committee, and the Communications Committee as well as various other ad hoc committees, groups, and individuals in our
Parish.

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Spirit - | Building Plan - Narrative Statement

OVERALL BUILDING AND SITE

A

. General Building and Site Appearance

Focal Point. Given the realities related to available capital resources, the Parish has determined that the construction
activities on the Smallhouse property must be phased. Hence, it will be necessary to construct the Church proper at a
future time, termed “Spirit - 11.” Even so, it should be kept in mind that the Church must be the focal point of the site.
Entry into the Church could occur through a courtyard and a prominent, well designed central portal. Entry doors
should be massive, heavy, and oversized to accommodate the processional cross, banners, wedding parties, and
movement of a casket and attendants.

Design Unity. All structures must contribute to a unified, cohesive "design language” and convey a “unified spirit.”

Bell Tower with Steeple. A bell tower should be incorporated into the future Church design. The bell tower should be
integral to the building structure of the future Church and may include real ringing bells to call the parish to worship,
and a prominent cross element. If the bells are not affordable, proper space, structure, conduit, etc. could be provided
for electronic alternatives as well as future for bells. Based on available capital resources, the bell tower may be
funded as a separate project and added after the completion of Spirit - 11.

Orientation. Depending on the BCDM recommended orientation of the buildings to be constructed in Spirit - | and
Spirit - 11, the Church should be oriented to shield from winter winds, and attempts made to shade any gardens and
courtyards from direct morning, Summer sun.

Image. The form of the structure of all structures, especially the Church, should indicate that this is a Catholic place of
worship. The bell tower, courtyards, and other related elements should all contribute to this image. It is important that
the completed facility looks like a Catholic Church. The Church should be prominently visible from Smallhouse Road,
yet provisions must be made in the design to consider a future entry from the rear of the property.

Materials. The facilities should utilize only high-quality, low-maintenance materials to the maximum extent possible
within budget constraints. Stone and/or brick masonry materials are highly desirable to convey a "timeless" appearance
and for the Church to "weather" well. There must be a natural gas-driven emergency generator that services both Spirit
- I and Spirit - 11 facilities that provides power to emergency lighting, fire alarm system, security system, file server in
the office Area, and other critical safety and security components.

Environment. The overall environment should not appear commercial or institutional, but should be ecclesiastical and
convey sacredness.

Parking Lots and Access Drives

Capacity. The design must ultimately provide for a total of 340 paved parking spaces. This is a ratio of 1 to 2.5 of the
seating capacity of the Church, but does not take into account simultaneous usage of the Fellowship / Social Hall. At
least 40 of the 255 total spaces should be near the entrance to the Daily Mass Chapel. It should be noted that the Daily
Mass Chapel may, or may not, be temporarily, until Spirit — Il is completed, located in the Fellowship/Social Hall. City
of Bowling Green Zoning Regulations require, at a minimum, one (1) parking space per four (4) seats in the Worship
Space plus one (1) parking space per 150 SF of Fellowship/Social Hall space. Thus, for an 850 seat Worship Space and
a 6,400 SF Fellowship/Social Hall, the minimum required parking would be 293 spaces.
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Currently, there are approximately 156 spaces on-site. It must be understood that under Spirit - | the number of
worship spaces could, be set at 600 for three (3) separate Masses. Currently, and for the short term, Father Riney
has agreed to maintain the four (4) Mass schedule.

® Security. Itis the intent of the Parish to provide adequate lighting of all parking, walkway, and drive areas for early
morning, late afternoon, and evening use. Every effort should be taken to insure that the design is as safety conscious
as possible. However, do not over illuminate the site and create a commercial environment. Also, care must be taken
that lighting does not flood into adjacent residential areas.

® Phasing. Since the building construction is to be implemented in stages, parking areas may be designed to expand as
parish needs grow. It is critical that all buildings be designed to accommodate building additions that may occur in
future phases. Currently, it is the intent of the Parish to launch Spirit - 11 construction activities approximately seven
(7) months after breaking ground fir Spirit - I.

® | andscaping. BCDM is asked to avoid crowding the building(s) with automobile parking. Pleasant, low-maintenance
landscaped areas should be provided between most of the parking and the main entrance(s). However, the landscaping
should not become a "park™ which forces people to walk a great distance from their vehicles to the Church and
supporting structures.

® Entry Drives. The main entry drives onto the Church site should convey, as much as possible, a sense of
“transitioning” from the world outside to a sacred place of worship. Drives could be divided as boulevards and be tree-
lined. Preferably, planning should include three (3) entrance/exit points for the site. One or two of the drives should
include one lane in and two lanes out to assist in traffic dispersion after Mass. A separate entrance drive should be
maintained for the rectory if possible. The location of these entrances will be predicated on the results of the traffic
study and approvals of appropriate officials of Planning and Zoning. Currently, that study recommends a single
entrance at the 90-degree turn and that this entrance is raised to improve safety and visibility.

® Drop-off/Pick-up Areas. A covered drop-off / pick-up zone should be placed close to an entrance to the Phase |
Fellowship/Social Hall, which will serve as the place of worship until the Church is built in Spirit - 1. This will
facilitate easy access for elderly people, handicapped, bridal parties, children and parents with infants, funerals, etc.
Ideally, this entrance would lead directly into a Gathering Space that serves the Fellowship/Social Hall. Two (2) cars
should be able to fit under the roof area simultaneously. Care must be exercised in designing the traffic flow from
multiple site entrances to this drop off point and then to parking areas.

® Safe Play Areas. Play areas for young children must be carefully separated from traffic lanes and parking areas. As a
general rule, the design of parking areas and the site as a whole should separate vehicular and pedestrian traffic as much
as possible.

® Reserved Parking. As required for handicapped.

C. Courtyards and Landscaping

® Environment. A courtyard, if it can be designed into the entrance layout as part of Spirit - 11, should provide a warm,
welcoming environment as well as a transitional space from the parking area to the Church and other facilities. This
could also be a space for gathering and socializing as well as a location for outside liturgies on special occasions as
weather permits.

® Components. Components of the main Church entry might include: an attached steeple or bell tower, a place for the
Easter fire, interesting paving patterns, fountain, shrubbery, flowers, trees and bench seating to encourage the use of the
courtyard as a space to gather and linger before and after Mass. Consider sculpture elements for placement in the
courtyard, other artistic elements and seating. Consider a "sending" artwork component signed into the paving that
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exits the Church (such as the corporal works of mercy). One or more secondary meditation/prayer courtyards may also
be included, possibly one with a labyrinth. Also, consider the inclusion of an exterior courtyard or path outside the
Fellowship/Social Hall for outside social activities. As resources permit, these items will be considered in planning for
both Spirit — I and Spirit - 11.

® Lighting and Sound. Any courtyard should be well lit because it may well serve as the main entrance to the Church
and other facilities. Provide outdoor speakers linked to the Church's major sound system for liturgical/seasonal music.

® Overhangs. A large overhang would help to provide an inviting transition between the Courtyard and the Narthex.

® Materials. Any materials selected for landscaping should provide an easily maintained, peaceful, and welcoming
setting for the entire complex.

® |andscaping for Buffering and Shade. Select and place landscaping to act as an audible and visual buffer from any
distractions outside the Church site. Use trees, covered walks, and building elements to help shade and cool the garden
and courtyard areas.

® Automatic Lawn and Landscape Sprinklers. Underground, automatic sprinklers may, depending on the resources
available, be provided around the facility, but not necessarily the outer site. Drought resistant fescue should be used for
the outer site areas.

D. Miscellaneous
All areas must meet, or exceed, codes for fire sprinkling and alarm systems and the location of wall-mounted fire
extinguishers. Zoned sensors and intrusion alarms must be considered for security. These systems may be connected
to the master HVAC system.

® Security and Fire Safety. Safety and security should be considered a major concern when locating shrubbery, lighting,
and other elements around building entrances and parking lots.

® Green Space. It is important to provide green areas that are as large as possible, but not cause excessive walking
distances between parking areas and the building(s). A major part of this green space may be located at a remote part
of the site. Such areas could be used for Church picnics, gatherings, etc. A large green space would help to promote a
"soft and serene" image for the facility and emphasize the environmental stewardship of the Parish.

® Equipment Storage. Adequate storage space must be provided outside the main buildings for necessary maintenance
equipment. Outside lawn and landscaping equipment will be housed in existing structures (barns), outside of the major
occupied spaces as required by codes. No gasoline-powered motors are to be stores in the permanent structures buils
under Spirit — I, or Spirit - 1l.

® Entry Sign. A Church sign(s) (or other appropriate symbols) should be clearly visible from the major entries to the
site. This sign(s) should identify the Church and possibly provide Mass times and the name of the Pastor. It should be
adequately lit at night without dominating the Church, and should not create glare for drivers. Such sign(s) must be
artfully and tastefully designed, not appearing commercial, or "cheap." Care must be given to compliance with
building codes as they relate to outdoor, free-standing signage.

® Athletic Fields and Playground Areas. Provisions should be made to include plans for a soccer field with goals,
softball field, a lighted basketball court, and a fenced area for an enlarged playground equipment area in a shredded
bark-covered area. Also consider space for a volleyball court.
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@ Site Paths. In laying out the site, BCDM is asked to consider construction of informal pathways around the site to
encourage outdoor liturgy and individual prayer and meditation. The pathways should reinforce a sense of pilgrimage
on the site. They also could double as walking paths for exercise and contribute to the overall environmental
stewardship of the Parish.

® Gardens. Consider placing garden spaces around the Church and other buildings constructed in Spirit - I. Consider
placing Stations of the Cross in a garden setting, connected to the paths described in the previous section. Consider
placement of a memorial weeping willow tree in remembrance of lives lost to abortion. Also, space should be reserved
and planned for grottos.

® \Water Feature. Design and maintain any city-required retention area for storm water, but rework it to appear more
natural. Make sure that this feature has adequate barriers to protect small children. This feature will reinforce the
commitment of the Parish to control and minimize runoff , again an intent to practice good stewardship of our natural
resources.

® Flat Roofs. Avoid flat roofs if at all possible and provide longer-life sloped roofs to minimize leak potential.

FELLOWSHIP/SOCIAL HALL

A, LODDY/ENTIY AFBA ..ottt e et e eeenenenen e sentne ennesnsnessenienenens 900 SF

Purpose. The Fellowship/Social Hall should have its own separate lobby or entry area, directly accessible to the exterior
and it must have lockable doors into the future Narthex that will be built with the Church as part of Spirit - 11.

Location. The Fellowship/Social Hall Lobby/Entry Area should be located such that the main public restroom and
coatroom can be accessed either from that lobby or directly from the Narthex. Given the realities of the capital resources
available for Spirit - 1, care must be exercised in designing a facility that is efficient and accommodates the needs as set
forth in this document. Hence, careful consideration must be given to combining functions into as few stand-alone
structures as possible to fit the realities of the site placements for Spirit - I, and Spirit - 1.

B. Fellowship/SOCIAl HAL...........ooiei et ettt e st e e e aenn e e e es 6,400 SF

® User Groups. The design should accommodate the transition from the single, unified worship space to two (2), three
(3), or four (4) medium- to large-sized classrooms for weekly religious educational needs, various community groups,
social events, wedding receptions, anniversary receptions, funeral dinners, various children's programs and many
meetings. Additionally, consideration should be given to subdividing one or more of these spaces into smaller rooms.
The Fellowship/Social Hall will be used temporarily, for a period of nine (9) to (12) months, for Masses until the
Church is built in Spirit - Il. During this transitional period, plans are to offer four (4) Masses each weekend.

® Capacity. Provide seating to accommodate 400 people at round tables using stacking chairs and folding tables and 350
when a dance floor area/buffet serving area is designated. For the four (4) planned weekend Masses, the seating should
accommodate 600 individuals on chairs (with no kneelers). This capacity is also be desired for full Parish events such
as lectures and presentations.

® Flexibility. The design must support dividing the Fellowship/Social Hall into two (2), three (3), or four (4) spaces by
using high-quality acoustical, moveable panel partitions. Each separate space must be accessible from the Lobby/Entry
Area and connecting passageway without passing through another partitioned educational space.
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® Lighting. The lighting scheme of the Fellowship/Social Hall should allow each divided area to be individually and
centrally controlled. Lighting should be soft and inviting when appropriate, but also should have the capability of being
bright enough to allow the spaces to function as “work areas” when needed.

® Movable Panel Partitions. Partitions are to be of the highest acoustical quality and designed to complement the

interior and not appear as added features. Partitions should be constructed of solid materials top to bottom and have
sealing features at floor and ceiling. Partitions need to be easily operated and when not in use to be hidden from view
in hall and exterior wall recesses. Partitions should incorporate marker boards and tack wall surfaces etc. Thus, each
separate room would have a marker board, but they would not be visible when the hall is used as one large space. The
intent of these movable walls is to create high quality classroom and/or meeting spaces when not used for Masses, or
other full sized events. Configuration of walls, tables and chairs may also have to accommodate smaller Daily Masses
(100 people) as well as four (4) large Masses (one on Saturday evening and three on Sunday).

® Flooring. The gross floor area should have high quality, low maintenance commercial grade carpet. There should be a
hard surface that is easily cleanable in front of the Kitchen service windows (approximately 400 SF) and a separate
hard surface for dancing (approximately 400 SF). Carpet should be high quality solution-dyed nylon, or other material
that is acceptable to the Parish, in a random pattern and "medium darkness" color for stain resistance and minimization
of spills.

® Climate Control. The HVAC system must have an electronic digital control that allows for a timer for evening and
weekend use. Consideration should be given to refrigerant-type cooling/heating liquid systems other than a traditional
water loop. Such systems have been recently installed in commercial facilities in Bowling Green and have life-cycle
costs compatible with geothermal systems. Again, it is the intent of the Parish to install environmentally responsible
and efficient systems that are within our budgetary resources.

® Audio-Visual. Provide a sound system with microphone jacks and speakers to serve all areas of the Social Hall both
separately and simultaneously. Jacks should be provided at multiple "head table," or speaker locations. The room
should have good acoustics without the use of the sound system when possible. Each area of the Fellowship/Social
Hall should be able to adjust sound volume within its respective space. Provide an A/V hook-up that directly services
the main worship space. Consider providing an A/V screen in each partitioned area, with sufficient data and power
outlets for digital projections.

® Furnishings. Provide recessed credenza cabinets in each separate area of the Fellowship/Social Hall for coffee and
snacks that are prepared in the kitchen.

Atmosphere. The space should exhibit a warm, friendly, non-institutional atmosphere. Provide windows and skylights
as suitable to the design, as controllable natural light is important. While the Fellowship/Social/Social Hall must serve
as the worship space during Spirit - 1, it should still be designed and appear as a banquet hall.

As noted earlier, consideration is to be given to incorporating the six (6) Sacramental windows in the Daily Mass Chapel
to be constructed in Spirit - 1. Also, there may be a seventh window constructed to compliment the scale of the six. Use
of these pieces of sacred art offer a transition and a “taking of part of our worship history” as the Parish moves from its
current location to Parkside. Utilizing the six stained glass windows designed and installed by the now deceased (1904 -
1966) French artist Gabriel Loire serves to honor those who sacrificed and gave of their time, talent, and resources to
build the original Holy Spirit Church. Loire’s faceted glass creations are world-wide in scope and care must be
exercised, as directed in Built of Living Stone: Art, Architecture, and Worship, in the preservation of such works.

® Acoustics. The natural space acoustics in the Fellowship/Social Hall should be somewhat softened to facilitate hearing
between people seated at each table and row of chairs without the need to shout and must serve to convey the
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proceedings of the Masses and other religious services in a clear, understandable manner — even to those with hearing
impairments.

® Location. The Fellowship/Social /Social Hall should be directly accessible from the location of the future Church and
Courtyard, if included as the main entrance to the Fellowship/Social/Social Hall, and very near, or contiguous with, the
Narthex to encourage attendance of post-Mass events.

® Smoke Free. Since the facility will be "smoke free," there will be no need to install air purifiers or a special smoke
exhaust system.

@ Location. Locate as required to accommodate Masses. Later, the Stage could be relocated opposite the Kitchen
serving windows.

® Accommodations. The “Stage” will function, on a temporary basis as the platform for all Masses. The “Stage” should
be designed to be used later as a permanent structure without major rework and/or cost. The stage should be raised
approximately three (3) steps above the main Fellowship/Social Hall floor and must be handicap accessible.

® Lighting and Sound. Provide dimmable, non-theatrical spotlights for Masses before the Church is constructed under
Spirit - 11 as well as for small musical groups, skits, or speakers. Also, provide a hard floor with at least three (3)
microphone jacks. Finally, these features must connect to a master control room that will be researched further before
the exact number, type, and location of the jacks is finalized. Electrical outlets must also be considered in the planning
of the stage.

D. Gymnasium / Multi-Purpose ROOM (SPIFTE = T ..o e e e e e e 0 SF

Design of Spirit - | needs to plan for this facility as part of the overall layout of the property. When this is constructed,
it needs to minimize associated costs to the existing buildings and exterior site developments.

E. Kitchen (See Kitchen Notes for Additional Details) ............cccoviiiiviiiiiiiiiiciiiiiee e e, 960 SF

® Capacity. The Kitchen should comfortably accommodate 10 to 12 caterers or volunteers. The facility needs to be large
enough to provide service for most on-site cooking activities.

® Traffic Flow. Entrances and exits from the Kitchen should be arranged to promote orderly traffic into and out of the
Fellowship/Social Hall yet, it must not interfere with worship services or educational and meeting activities.

® Service Doors and Windows. If possible, up to three (3) windows should be provided from the Kitchen into the
Fellowship/Social Hall - a large 8-to-10 foot window for serving, a smaller 4-to-5 foot window to accommodate
beverage service, and a 3-foot wide dirty dish return that is adjacent to a commercial dishwasher. Walk-through doors
shall also be provided for serving and for bussing dishes back, located if possible to prevent view into the Kitchen.

Location. Locate close to main entrance to the Religious Education area and close to playground area. This dividable
classroom should have a dedicated pick-up and drop-off area for signing the preschool age children in and out for
security reasons.

Configuration. Must have a restroom accessible to both rooms when divided to meet State & Local licensing
guidelines for providing a “Parents Day Out” or PDO program. Two (2) sinks will be required, one (1) for each room
when divided. The 1,400 SF must have a sound-rated dividing wall that separates the space into two (2) instructional
areas.

Functional Considerations and Furnishings. Six (6) tall, lockable storage cabinets, two (2) 18-inch wide teacher's
wardrobe, shelves (1/2 low for student access for 3- 4- and 5-year olds), two (2) 6' wide marker boards (one for each
side of the divided room), two (2) tack boards for displays and student work (one for each side of the divided room),
two (2) computer network jacks in each half of the divided space, two (2) sets of outlets for TV / VCR / DVD (one for
each side of the divided room), coaxial video wiring for both sides of the divided room, two (2) sets of children’s
storage cabinets with coat hooks for 12 coats, and one twelve (12) foot tack strip for each side of the divided room.
Natural light should be available if possible. This space must meet Kentucky licensing requirements.

Flooring. Provide high grade, low maintenance vinyl tile floor.

Classrooms. Should have a dedicated area drop off and pick up for check-in and check-out of children for security
reasons.

Preschool Requirements. There should be immediate access to the restroom facility from each half of the 1,400 SF

compliant. Consider having “on demand” hot water heaters in these areas.

Accommodations. There should be a child’s height sink contiguous to an adult standard sink in each side of the 1,400
SF Preschool Classroom. This means that this space will have four sinks, two (2) adult and two (2) children’s.

Primary/Intermediate Classrooms (One (1) 1,400 SF Classroom with Sound-rated Divider that
Creates Two (2) 700 SF Classrooms, and Two (2) Separate 350 SF Classrooms)..........c.ccoveevenanee. 2,100 SF

Location. The Primary/Intermediate Classrooms should be close to the entry into the Religious Education area. Also,
these classrooms should have an identified pick-up and drop-off area for any required signing in and out.

Configuration. The Religious Education Committee has requested one (1) large 1,400 SF room that has a sound-rated
movable partition allowing the space to be divided into two (2) 700 SF instructional spaces. They also requested two
(2) 350 SF instructional spaces. Each of the 700 SF and each of the 350 SF instructional areas shall have its own
standard height sink. The sinks shall be set into cabinets with hinged doors below the sink. The sink must meet ADA
requirements for primary/intermediate age children and satisfy Kentucky licensing requirements. The two (2) 350 SF
instructional spaces may be contiguous to the 1,400 SF instructional space, or be located in close proximity to the
larger, dividable room. Depending on the design layout, BCDM is asked to consider the use of “on demand” water
heaters.
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® Accommodations. Same as Preschool Age Classrooms, except the counter heights shall be higher for the older age
children. Half of the bookshelves shall be located above the counter and the other half shall be lower, making them
easily accessible to students. While some of these classrooms may be used for PDO, their primary use is to be dictated
by the liturgical needs of the Parish families. Hence, use of these spaces will be prioritized by the needs of Holy Spirit
Parishioners. Each of the four (4) Primary/Intermediate instructional spaces shall have one (1) six-foot marker board,
one (1) six-foot tack board, and two (2) six-foot tack strips.

® Flooring. Provide high grade, low maintenance vinyl tile floor.

® Accommodations. Similar to the other classrooms with the following exceptions:
- Floors shall be high grade, low maintenance vinyl tile floor.
- No folding partitions required; all walls can be fixed
- Sinks are not required
- No restrooms directly off of these classrooms; the main restrooms are to be located off of the corridor and will
serve these rooms.
- Consideration should be given to locating these spaces close to, or adjacent to, the kitchen.

® Classrooms. These classrooms will not require a dedicated drop and pickup for sign up and check in.

These spaces should be accessible to an outdoor area to allow children in
nursery to be taken outside in nice weather. Care must be exercised to keep this outside access secure and removed
from vehicular traffic for safety considerations.

Capacity. One (1) space to accommaodate ten (10) infants and one (1) space to accommodate ten to twelve (10 to 12)
small children in the infant-to-three year age group.

Image. Designed as a safe environment with special precautions for protection of electrical outlets and other items
potentially injurious to small children. Scale, colors, and materials are to be designed for infants and small children.

Accommodations. Storage cabinets for toys and supplies. Area for people to drop off their children, store coats and
boots, diaper bags and similar materials.

The above-counter space should be
separated from the Narthex by sliding, lockable glass doors. Except for the bathrooms and Pantry, all of this area
should be carpeted with high quality carpeting approved by the Parish.

® Security. The Reception Area should be separated from the inner corridor of the parish offices by a door or arched
entry to subtly discourage people from entering the inner office area unsupervised. If there is a door separating the
hall to the offices from the reception area, it can be left open or closed at the discretion of the staff. No electronic
security locks are required or desired.

® Music and Intercom. The parish office suite should include a music/intercom system to allow paging and provide
soft background music, which would be individually controlled within each office space (volume control).

® Waiting Capacity. The waiting/reception area should accommodate approximately four (4) to six (6) seated people.
In addition to chairs and/or a couch, the room should also include a coat rack and display areas for announcements,
pamphlets, etc.

® Receptionist Desk. The reception counter should be open into the waiting area. The counter should include a
telephone and computer with floor and counter level electrical outlets if the counter is to be built in. Part of the
counter should be able to accommodate handicapped visitors.

® Secretarial Area. The Parish secretarial area should be large enough to accommodate one (1) secretarial workstation
in addition a Receptionist Desk. This second station should include a desk, computer, telephone and three or four
drawer-file cabinets. The secondary secretarial space should have good vision of the Reception Desk area so that
someone in this location could monitor the Reception Area when a receptionist is not on duty.

® Accommodations. These restrooms will serve staff and invited guests having meetings on the Parish Office.

Provide a small snack bar/counter and small kitchenette with
sink and GF power outlets. The shack bar should have cabinet space to store dishes and glasses for a meeting of
twenty-five (25). It should have a large microwave oven, dual coffee maker connected to a water source, small dual
sink, and under the counter space for trash containers and dishwasher. It must have hot and cold water and an “on-
demand” water heater may be considered for this space.

Atmosphere. The space should have a cheerful, welcoming atmosphere.

Privacy. Itis essential that the conference room have both visual and acoustical privacy.

Equipment. Provide a television/VCR for audio-visual presentations and a marker board. The conference room
should be tied to the overall building sound system with an individual volume control. Lighting should be dimmable.
Any windows should have drapes or blinds that allow the room to be dimmed for visual presentations. Add an 8-foot
wide, motor-driven screen at one end of the room.

	B.  Fellowship/Social Hall..............................................................................................................……....……. 6,400 SF 
	 
	   User Groups.  The design should accommodate the transition from the single, unified worship space to two (2), three (3), or four (4) medium- to large-sized classrooms for weekly religious educational needs, various community groups, social events, wedding receptions, anniversary receptions, funeral dinners, various children's programs and many meetings. Additionally, consideration should be given to subdividing one or more of these spaces into smaller rooms.   The Fellowship/Social Hall will be used temporarily, for a period of nine (9) to (12) months, for Masses until the Church is built in Spirit - II.  During this transitional period, plans are to offer four (4) Masses each weekend. 
	 
	   Capacity.  Provide seating to accommodate 400 people at round tables using stacking chairs and folding tables and 350 when a dance floor area/buffet serving area is designated.  For the four (4) planned weekend Masses, the seating should accommodate 600 individuals on chairs (with no kneelers).  This capacity is also be desired for full Parish events such as lectures and presentations.  
	 
	 
	   Lighting.  The lighting scheme of the Fellowship/Social Hall should allow each divided area to be individually and centrally controlled.  Lighting should be soft and inviting when appropriate, but also should have the capability of being bright enough to allow the spaces to function as “work areas” when needed. 
	 
	   Flooring.  The gross floor area should have high quality, low maintenance commercial grade carpet.  There should be a hard surface that is easily cleanable in front of the Kitchen service windows (approximately 400 SF) and a separate hard surface for dancing (approximately 400 SF).  Carpet should be high quality solution-dyed nylon, or other material that is acceptable to the Parish, in a random pattern and "medium darkness" color for stain resistance and minimization of spills. 
	 
	   Climate Control.  The HVAC system must have an electronic digital control that allows for a timer for evening and weekend use.  Consideration should be given to refrigerant-type cooling/heating liquid systems other than a traditional water loop. Such systems have been recently installed in commercial facilities in Bowling Green and have life-cycle costs compatible with geothermal systems.   Again, it is the intent of the Parish to install environmentally responsible and efficient systems that are within our budgetary resources.  
	   Audio-Visual.  Provide a sound system with microphone jacks and speakers to serve all areas of the Social Hall both separately and simultaneously.   Jacks should be provided at multiple "head table," or speaker locations.  The room should have good acoustics without the use of the sound system when possible.  Each area of the Fellowship/Social Hall should be able to adjust sound volume within its respective space.  Provide an A/V hook-up that directly services the main worship space.  Consider providing an A/V screen in each partitioned area, with sufficient data and power outlets for digital projections.
